• CAGR specifically encourages interdisciplinary approaches and proposals which deal 

with the topics of the Center’s research agenda. 
• Preference will be given to applicants who have not previously received this award.   

Following the fellowship period, students will be expected to give a public presentation based on 
their work and findings and submit their final written work for archiving.
